This includes (but is not limited to) individuals who are: lesbian, gay, bisexual, queer, transsexual, transgender, genderqueer, agender, two-spirited, cross-dressing, intersexed, neutrois, asexual, pansexual, polyamorous, kinky, and/or nudist.

We know that forms of oppression based on sex, gender, and/or sexuality cannot be seen in isolation from other forms of oppression, so we encourage their joint articulation as well.

* A note on accessibility:

We encourage individuals to reach out to and assist LGBTQ people who do not have access to a computer, who may not know how use a computer, or who may have difficulties completing this survey. This will ensure that we receive a more reflective set of responses to help guide our work.
